“Forming a Future” — TCF Showcase in Canberra

As you are aware, on 8 March 2008, the government announced a comprehensive review of the Australian
Textile, Clothing and Footwear (TCF) industries to be conducted by Professor Roy Green in consultation
with an industry reference group. As planned the government received the review's final report last Friday.
This coincided with articles in the Financial Review on both Friday and Monday.

At this point we are unsure as to when the report will be released to the public. The Financial Review articles
are our only barometer on what the future holds. The information was that “the report recommends that the
existing tariff reduction to 5% be maintained but should be offset by new spending to improve productivity,
innovation and company performance”. Given that Minister Carr needs the support of his ministerial
colleagues, the next step in negotiating the proposed assistance to industry is to influence decision makers
in Canberra that the TCF industry is worth the funds.

To this end, the Technical Textile & Nonwoven Association (TTNA) is joining with the Carpet Institute of
Australia (CIA) and the Council of Textile and Fashion Industries of Australia (TFIA) to showcase the TCF
industry to government and the media. The event, “Forming a Future " will be held in Canberra on Monday
22" September in the Mural Hall of Parliament House with the aim of providing the government with a
compelling case to award further assistance to the TCF industry.

This type of event has taken place only twice before in the last fifteen years, with the Strategic Investment
Program as testimony.

Textile companies are invited to showcase their products within a 2 square metre space for $800.00 for
TTNA members and $1,500.00 for non members. Further details are at the foot of this letter.

Apologies are extended for the short notice. However we thought it prudent to seize the opportunity for the
betterment of the industry.

Needless to say, the more support we get from industry, the greater the impact will be on the decision
makers. | look forward to your support for this important initiative.
